At the December general meeting comment forms were given to all schools. 


Every school had the opportunity to voice their concerns to Ad Hoc Football


committee in writing. Schools broke up into divisional meetings to discuss issues.


The biggest issue was changing our present divisional format. Most schools weren’t


in favor of adjusting divisions . The Ad Hoc Football committee recommends the 

following:


(1) Pilot Schedule of Football crossovers with GMC conference


No change to shore Conference divisional structure


Full (9) game schedule for both conferences


Common group sizes will be primary consideration for scheduling

Geography and competition will also be considered

Schools as in past will have the opportunity to make switches with other schools


This Pilot will be evaluated at end of season


Much discussion takes place concerning pilot program. The criteria used for scheduling


games is discussed. Purpose of pilot is to give both conferences a bigger pool of teams

to schedule in crossovers. Counsel Magee wants to make sure that schools enter into a


contract for the crossover games. He reminds everyone that if a district has a concern it


should be voiced to conference President.
